Dr. Kukula welcomed the new Board Members and noted their attendance and 
participation at several committee meetings during the past month 
 
 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

  
The budget year to date remains good, with an anticipated surplus of $14,000 to $17,000 
by the end of our budget year June 30, 2004.  With this in mind a proposal for use of 
these funds will be presented at the May Board meeting.  At this point we do not expect 
cuts to our budget since we are totally funded by licensing fees and have maintained 
tightly controlled budget expenditures. 
  
Policy and procedures updates to comply with the Audit report will be presented to the Policy 
and Procedure committee in the next month.  All items noted in the audit are now in compliance. 
 
The new licensing system (CAVU) is now operational.  We will be modifying the system to 
prepare for license renewal and license application information.  An update on our web site hits 
is included in your Board material.   
 
An updated Board Member contact list is included in the Board material. 
  
The Executive Director will be presenting licensure information to Ohio State speech-language 
pathology students and Miami University speech-language pathology and audiology students 
next month.   The Executive director along with Dr. Kukula will be making a presentation at the 
OSLHA Convention tomorrow. 
 
In anticipation of a Spring Newsletter, input from the Board on content is being requested 
Articles from the Board Members themselves are also encouraged.  The Spring Newsletter will 
go out at the end of May and will be reviewed by the Board prior to publication.  
 
Business Filings were sent out in February.  To date 410  filings have been received, 130 were 
returned undelivered of the total of 834 sent out. 
 
Expenses incurred by the executive director were $29.90 for binders. 
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A request is being made to the Board to fund attendance for the Board Investigator at a CLEAR 
Investigators Conference in April for a projected cost of $1,200.  This expenditure is within 
budget for this year.

ASSISTANT ATTORNEY GENERAL’S REPORT 
 
Mr. Chieffo reported that Patrice Carothers has appealed the decision of the Geauga 
Court of Common Pleas in supporting the Board’s disciplinary action.  Briefs will be 
submitted in the next two to three weeks. 
 
The attorneys in the Raabe case agreed to stipulate the evidence submitted to the Franklin 
Court of Common Pleas, thus avoiding a trial.  A judgment is not anticipated for several 
months. 
 
Mr. Chieffo noted that there is a hiring freeze at the office of the Attorney General. 
Several seasoned attorneys have left and will not be replaced.  Boards are encouraged to 
limit use of the Assistant Attorney General and be sensitive to their time constraints.

Ad hoc Committee on Audiology Issues 
 
The committee has discussed scope of practice issues in the practice of 
Audiology, given the many technological changes to the profession.  The 
committee will explore expanding the scope of practice under our rules 
(Administrative Code); otherwise, we would have to open our law to 
accommodate changes.   
 
The committee also discussed implications for fourth year Au.D. students and licensure.  
Changes were recommended to the Rules Committee to recognize clinical training in the 
fourth year as meeting PEY requirements for licensure.
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Rules Committee  
The Rules committee met on February 21 and March 6 to review and make recommended 
changes in the Administrative Code.  Significant changes were made in the Professional 
Experience requirements and the Code of Ethics.  Other changes were made in licensure 
requirements and late fees for renewal. 
 
The recommendations of the Rules committee will be reviewed under Board Business at 
today’s meeting. 
 
Administrative Systems Committee 
Mr. Mangino reported that the committee had not met recently.  Mr. Setty noted that he 
had no need for guidance from the committee and that the Policy and Procedure 
Committee could serve this purpose. Dr. Kukula noted that the committee was formed 
after the strategic plan was approved and that all of the operational improvements 
recommended by the plan had been accomplished.

Mr. Setty will be submitting a number of policies to the committee within the next month 
for consideration.

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Early Intervention Hearing Screening 
 
Dr. Kukula reported that the Board had received three responses to the Board’s request 
for comments from audiologists on the Virginia screening tool. Two audiologists favored 
the tool and one opposed its use.  Jason Marlatt from the Infant Hearing Sub Committee 
addressed the Board on some of the concerns expressed.  He noted that the screening tool 
does not replace standard hearing screening tools, its use is to identify children who have 
not had their hearing screened or need to be rescreened and assists in directing these 
children to appropriate hearing screening services.  Only trained individuals will conduct 
the screenings.   
 
The Board will support the use of this identification tool contingent upon its’ use as an 
identification tool, and proper training and supervision of those conducting the 
screenings. 
 
Rules Review 
Recommended changes in the Rules (Administrative Code) submitted by the Rules 
Committee were reviewed by the Board. 
 
The Professional experience rules for Licensure (4753-3-07) were reviewed and 
amended.

Katie Eliott, P.T.:  Is the use of electrical stimulation for the patient with dysphagia part 
of the scope of practice for SLP’s in Ohio? 
 
This is within the Scope of practice for a speech-language pathologist.
